Biblical Prayer


I am suggesting a method of Bible Study that I have named Biblical Prayer. The name indicates that it is both Bible-oriented and Prayer-oriented. Simply put, Biblical Prayer is Bible Study which leads to Prayer and Worship.  I believe that the Lord personally taught me this form of Bible Study and I have been using it for many years. It seems to be a never-failing, always-fulfilling approach to God’s Word which (1) opens the heart of the Word to my mind and heart from the Heart and Mind of the Father, (2) is a vehicle for communing fervently, affectionately with the Lord Jesus Christ, (3) with a clear leading of God’s Holy Spirit.



The goal of this form of biblical meditation is to bring you into vital contact with the Lord. It is based on the fact and truth that whenever we go to the Word of God in a correct spirit (under His SPIRIT), the Lord will speak to you Himself in a way He desires and directs from His Word. The fact is, the Lord always desires to meet us personally in His Word. He always desires to speak to us about our lives, our problems, our needs, and His desires for us. A direct word to you from the Lord is the heart of this form of meditation. We would not want anything more than to personally hear from God our Father whenever we approach His Word. It is a meditation “process” which leads you to hear from the Lord directly and come into a real sense of His presence. This way of meditating will result in having real “contact” with God, which is, of course, the most spiritually rewarding and growth-producing experience you and I can possibly have in life.


This form of Trinitarian meditation will enable you to move through three experiences or stages. One with God the Father speaking to you His child;  one with Jesus the Savior speaking to you more personally as your Savior and Lord; and one under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, your Sanctifyer and Spirit of Truth who speaks in you and through you as you pray to the Father. You can picture these movements as three sides of a triangle. See the diagram below.

Think of the first movement as God the Father instructing you, His adopted child, His own family, His own people, through His Word. This is God’s Logos Word given to all people for all time. In this movement you will Summarize the Divsisions of the passage you have read and reflected on.

    Think of the second movement in your meditation as Jesus coming to you to convey what the Father wants you to hear that’s especially intended for you personally. Jesus, as is His role in the economy of our salvation and sanctification, makes the Word incarnate. He makes the Word “spirit and truth” for you personally. This is God’s Incarnate Word personalized for you. In this movement you will Personalize the Language of the Passage.

     Think of the third movement as your prayerful response to the first two movements under the power and leading of the Holy Spirit. Romans 8: 26 says, We do not know what we ought to pray, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us in groans that words cannot express. And in John l4:26 it says, the Comforter, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name. This is God’s Quickening Word administered to you personally by God and returned to God fruitfully, for no Word of God returns void. In this movement you will Listen and Speak in the Spirit to God.
The Method of Biblical Prayer (Notebook format) 

 BLUE= Steps; RED= Scripture Passage; GREEN= Highlighted Words

1. Heading: List the Chapter and verses of the Passage, (include the date if you like)

Example: Matthew 11:1-6 (KJV)

1. And it came to pass, when Jesus had made an end of commanding his twelve disciples, he departed thence to teach and to preach in their cities. 2. Now when John had heard in the prison the works of Christ, he sent two of his disciples, 3. And said unto him, Art thou he that should come, or do we look for another? 4. Jesus answered and said unto them, Go and shew John again those things which ye do hear and see: 5. The blind receive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, and the poor have the gospel preached to them. 6. And blessed is [he], whosoever shall not be offended in me.
2.  Number, Divide and Summarize the passage into from 3 to 5 divisions.
(1) Jesus finished giving specific instructions to his disciples about their mission and ministry of the gospel. Then he began to teach and preach in their home towns.

(2-3) John the Baptizer and prophet was in prison. John’s disciples reported to John the works and teachings of Jesus, but they apparently had some doubts or reservations about who Jesus was. Was he, in fact, the Messiah? John tells them to go to Jesus and ask him directly. Are you the One or should we expect another? 

(4-6) How does Jesus answer? He tells them to tell John what they see him doing and saying; are these not such wonderful, miraculous words and works that only the Messiah –and someone who is divine, deity- could do? He gave them evidence which confirmed his identity and authority; namely the FIVE Ministries of Jesus

1) Teaching/Preaching

2) Healing/Delivering from demons

3) Authority/Power over nature

4) Save/sanctify people (forgive sin)

5) Raise the dead

Who else can he be but Messiah, and Son of God, God among us, Emmanuel?

2. Personalize the Passage !


These words and works of Jesus do exactly for me personally what they should have done and did do for John and his disciples and thousands of others then and throughout the centuries. That is, when I listen to what Jesus says, and see what he does for people, to people, to nature, to the spirit world, to demons and the devil; I am also thoroughly convinced and decided about Him. I am no longer confused or doubtful about him. But even more…

3. Listen and Speak in the Spirit !


The Spirit speaks to me through this passage. I hear the Spirit’s Voice!

He shows me that all the words and works of Jesus as the Son of God, Emmanuel, have to do with His power over life in one form or another: spiritual life, nature life, words of life, wisdom, truth, life of the body, even life over death.


And so, the Spirit speaks to me very personally about any fears or reservations I may have about death. He shows me very deeply within myself; in my spirit, and assures me that he has given me life, and when I die, I will cross over into him who is my life. When I had my heart attack in 1999, I could have and almost did die. He was in charge of my life then and he is showing me that.

“Bill, you see, I am the one who will raise you up from death. You fear that death is a disappearance and disastrous nothingness and loss of everything. No, it is the entrance in everything; all knowledge, wisdom, truth, understanding, love and complete, fulfilling light and life. When you die, you die in me, just as now you live in me. Trust me, trust my power over life and death!”


I can only speak in the Spirit, “Thank you Lord Jesus Christ; thank you,

Praise you, bless you, thank you, Praise you, bless you, thank you, Praise you, bless you Lord Jesus!”
